Standing in the studio of artists Jasper Joffe and Simeon Banner you find yourself in the company of Royals, murderers, suspender clad women, wispy branches of tender willows, and some yet to be avenged, large abstract canvases. An image fest of subjects and styles, competing characters and unlikely still lifes.

"No one tells us what to do" is the slogan of the contemporary artist who is valued for, and values their independence above most other things. Of course, art schools, gallerists, the market, the artist's bank balance, do exert pressure on the direction of the artist. But even then the artist maintains their credibility by appearing headstrong and motivated only by their individual vision.

For this show Harriet Murray and Neil Taylor of Campbell Works will select and hang any work they choose in any way they like from the studio of Joffe and Banner. Like an old fashioned gallery owner, think Peggy Guggenheim perhaps, they will be the ones who decide which paintings are any good, worth hanging, and have what it takes to hang in the glare of history.

 

For Joffe and Banner this will allow a fresh editing of their work, and a chance to be told what to do for once. Being free can get boring, it's almost the same as no-one caring. For Murray and Taylor, artists themselves, "No one tells us what to do" extends their research into the dynamics and power relations that exhibition frameworks instill and gives them complete freedom in presenting other people's art, creating a collaboration where giving up control shows confidence in the judgement of others, or at least hope that a fresh look might be worth a try. 

“No One Tells Us What To Do”  will be a unique opportunity to view rarely and never before shown work by Joffe and Banner. All works will be available for sale.

Jasper Joffe Studied at the Royal College of Art, and the Ruskin School of Drawing, Oxford.

He is well known for his project The Free Art Fair, which in recent years positioned itself alongside the plethora of contemporary fairs in the artworld calender, while maintaining a strictly non commercial framework, with a free at source opportunity for new collectors to receive works form the fair

Recent exhibitions in; Czech Republic and London at V22, Satorial Contemporary, Barbican, Dazed & Confused. His work is collected by Charles Saatchi and he lives and works in London.

Simeon Banner studied at the Royal College of Art, and Norwich School of Art & Design. He has shown recently in South Korea, and recent exhibitions in London include The Staff Exhibition at the National Gallery. He lives and works in London
